Through practice in listening, speaking, reading, a
nd writing, students will learn how to engage in conversations on simple everyday topics
and understand and write basic Korean texts at an elementary level.

n. Enrolling in this course would likely resultin a low grade, as the level of the course wo
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Srhetm

uld not contribute to further improvement in their language skills. Therefore, students with a
higher level of Korean proficiency should take other courses, such as "Language Writing."
